The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session pursuant to recess of January 11, 2016 with John Jakovac, Chairman, Ken Miner and Richard W. Snyder present.  The minutes of the meeting of January 11 2015 were approved.  The following resolution was unanimously adopted.

RESOLUTION 2016-3

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEMHI COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
WHEREAS, the County of Lemhi presently maintains a contingency fund as provided by the laws of the State of Idaho, and

WHEREAS, said law requires passage of a resolution as a basis for appropriation of monies therefrom, and

WHEREAS, there is a need for an appropriation in the amount of Sixty-eight dollars and no cents payable to Aleita Ries for refund of solid waste fee erroneously paid in 2014 and for One hundred and six dollars and fourteen cents payable to Fredde Howarth for refund of taxes erroneously paid in 2014.

NOW THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF LEMHI COUNTY COMMISSIONERS HEREBY RESOLVE:

That the sum of $68.00 to Aleita Ries and $106.14 to Fredde Howarth be paid from said contingency fund for the above mentioned purposes.

IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS

Danita King, Weed Office Assistant, presented a report prepared by Weed Supervisor Jeremey Varley outlining trainings and conferences he is attending as well as upcoming events including the 5th grade Poster Contest and the Cattleman’s Noxious weed night to be held on the 9th of February.  Assessor Rosin reported that Lynn Bockelman will be retiring January 29 and an open house will be held in her office on Wednesday.  She also presented the Board with a tax adjustment.

Landfill manager Ken Boese requested that 2 documents be filed in the county records.  The Board then reviewed an estimate of $5,480 for a company to check out the leachate line at the landfill.  The board approved the expense.  Probation Office Supervisor Tom Fitte reported on the number of adults and juveniles being supervised and that a drug court participant had been terminated from the program, but was accepted in the Twin Falls County drug court.  He reported that he had 3 candidates to interview for the open community service supervisor position.  

WUI Director Karn Drnjevic reported that she has been working with web.com to correct email problems many users have been encountering.  She also reported on the local meeting she attended to explore setting up a local Co-Op.  Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney and the Board discussed the ribbon cutting ceremony for the Rattlesnake Bridge this coming Thursday.   Participating Agencies have been invited and an invitation was placed in the local newspaper.  Kerrie also informed the board that rehabilitation at the bridge site will be completed in the spring.

IN THE MATTER OF LEMHI FOREST RESTORATION GROUP

Gina Knudson of Salmon Valley Stewardship updated the Board on projects that Salmon Valley Stewardship has been involved in.  She first answered a question from Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney asking who would be responsible for maintenance on the trail that will built on Highway 93 South.  She told the board that she understood that the County would not be supplying the maintenance and that the Trails Committee has committed to raise funds for the maintenance.   She then spoke about the importance of the Forest Plan Revision and SVS will be scheduling informational webinars and meetings to get the public involved.

She asked the county through its’ WUI program to help spread the word to private property owners about the NRCS funds available for forest restoration/fuels reduction projects.  Commissioner Snyder suggested that the information be shared during the quarterly Emergency Services Council meetings and the board thought that the matter could be discussed further at the upcoming CWPP meeting.  She then informed the Board about a Food Safety Training Seminar that will be sponsored by Health and Welfare on February 10th. 

IN THE MATTER OF WHITEWATER PARK 

Breann Greene appeared before the Board to invite the board to a pre-permitting meeting of agencies hosted by the Army Corps of Engineers on February 25 from noon to 3:30 at the Fish and Game Conference room.  She gave the board a background of the Salmon Whitewater Park Associations efforts to get a kayak park.
IN THE MATTER OF POLLING PLACE FOR SALMON PRECINT

The Board asked for any comments concerning moving the polling place for Salmon Precinct from the American Legion Hall to Salmon EMT building.  The Clerk received three comments in favor of moving the polling place and she reported that the Legion had inquired about the move.  Julie Hughes, a poll worker for the precinct spoke in favor of the move.  After consideration, Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to change the polling place to the EMT building.
