RESOLUTION 2016-4

A RESOLUTION TO ADOPT THE STATE PLAN FOR DEFERRED COMPENSATION

WHEREAS, the State of Idaho has enacted Idaho Code Section 59-513 which permits the State of Idaho and an county, city or political subdivision of the state, working through its’ governing body, to contract with an employee to defer income to a 457 Deferred compensation plan, and

WHEREAS, the State of Idaho, by the State board of examiners has established and maintains the Deferred Compensation Plan (“Plan”) for participation by state employees, and

WHEREAS, LEMHI COUNTY, Idaho, (Hereinafter referred to as the “Participating Employer”) desires to adopt the State Plan for participation by its employees;

WHEREAS, the Participating Employer has also determined that it wishes to encourage employee’s savings for retirement by offering salary reduction contributions;

WHEREAS, the Participating Employer has reviewed the Plan;

By adopted the Plan, Lemhi County, adopts the investments and services selected by the State of Idaho Board of Examiners,

Therefore, the Participating Employer hereby resolves:

Section 1.  The Employer shall abide by the terms of the Plan, including

Amendments to the Plan made by the State of Idaho Board of Examiners, all investment, administrative, and other service agreements of the Plan, and all applicable provisions of the Internal Revenue Code and other applicable law.

Section 2. The Employer may terminate its participation in the Plan.

The Clerk of the District Court, Recorder, Auditor has authority to execute on behalf of Lemhi County documents to implement the Plan for Lemhi County, and to take action to correctly maintain the Plan under this Resolution

IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS
Weed Supervisor Jeremey Varley reported that the LCWMA will receive approximately $48,000 and the FCCWMA will received approximately $40,000 in Funding from ISDA.  He also reported that he will be submitting a RAC proposal for funding, that the 5th grade poster contest is upcoming, and he will be advertising for seasonal employees in the near future.
County Agricultural Agent Shannon Williams reported on activities within the Extension Office including an upcoming workshop at the Sacajawea Center on February 10 for Farmer’s Market Vendors and for Licensed Food Establishments.  Emergency Services Coordinator Janet Nelson discussed the potential flooding that might occur if the snow melts off rapidly.  The group discussed that the policy is to offer land owners 50 sand bags for private property use and the county and city will do what they can to protect the infrastructure.  She also expressed her concern about how the Whitewater Kayak Park might cause more flooding problems.  
Planning and Zoning Administrator Gary Goodman informed the Board that he had received a request from Randal Stoker concerning the zoning and allowable uses for Sheep Dairy on his property at 7 MacNab Lane.  He requested that the board review and sign the letter to Mr. Stoker that outlines the uses as set forth in the Lemhi County Development Code.  The Board signed the letter.  Mr. Goodman then informed the Board that the Planning and Zoning Commission did not have a quorum to act on the Order of Remand in the Anthony Fiori Appeal of the Timothy Stehr Commercial Cabins.  He said the planning and zoning board will address it at their next meeting and enter an Order.
Landfill Supervisor Ken Boese requested that his meeting report be filed & recorded in the Lemhi County records.  The Board and Mr. Boese then discussed asking DEQ for permission to remove the 3rd gas well testing station.  Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to submit the letter to DEQ.  He then reported on the pipeline inspection of the leachate collection pipe.  He reports that the camera could only travel 227 feet.  He reported that he is waiting on proposals from engineering companies as to how to address the leachate line and to comply with DEQ standards.

WUI Director Karin Drnjevic reported that CenturyTel is having e-mail problems and that she is trying to the bio-char video finished.  Probation Administrator Tom Fitte reported that the new call in system for probationers and pre-trial clients has been implemented and is working well.  He reported that his pickup needs tires and on possible repairs to the truck.  He also presented the Board with the annual Juvenile Justice Report from the State.  The group then further discussed possible changes to the Probation Department Policy and Procedures.  The Board will discuss it further with counsel.
Road and Bridge Supervisor presented the annual road maintenance agreement between the County and the Forest Service on behalf of Pete Schuldt, F.S. Road Manager.  The board signed the agreement. The group then discussed the level of snow plowing needed on the Gilmore Road.  Kerrie will visit with the medical personnel who requested the service.  County Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser presented the board with the Joint Auditor/Treasurer report as well as the interest earned report, the urban renewal report and a tax due summary for 2012 through 2014.  She also spoke about the importance of not taking credit card payments over the phone.  Recent training she attended advises that the payee come into the courthouse or go to the web site to make their payments.  County Clerk Terri Morton received permission to write off three ambulance bills.  Account 470 in the amount of $1,195.77, account 1481 in the amount of $225.90 and account 1717 in the amount of $98.50 were authorized by the board to written off.
IN THE MATTER OF LANDFILL 
The Board advertised in the local newspaper seeking volunteers to serve as an Advisory Board on Landfill/Solid Waste issues such as transfer sites, infrastructure and solid waste fees.  An organizational meeting will be held on February 24, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. in the commissioners’ room at the Brooklyn Annex.

IN THE MATTER OF A FEASABILITY STUDY FOR LEMHI COUMMUNITY KITCHEN

AmeriCorp Vista member Mindy Crowell appeared before the Board to invite them to participate in a survey.  She is working with Salmon Valley Stewardship and Salmon Valley Local Food producers to try and gauge the interest in having a Community Kitchen for producers to use.  If there is enough interest as shown by the results of the survey, they will begin the grant process to try and accomplish the goal. 
IN THE MATTER OF ALL PRECISION AMMUNITION

Heidi and Rob Zender of All Precision Ammunition appeared before the Board to discuss the amount of liability insurance they are required to carry on the unit they are renting at the Industrial Park.  Also appearing was Tammy Stringham, manager of the Industrial Park.  After discussion, the board instructed county attorney Bruce Withers to work with the company to reach a suitable amount based on the standards of similar businesses.  It was also decided to have ICRMP review the policy.

Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to go into executive session pursuant to Idaho Code 31-3418 to hear indigent matters and I.C. 74-206(1)(c) to discuss real property acquisition. Roll call vote was held:  Miner – AYE: Snyder – AYE: Jakovac – AYE.

Social Services Director Sue Dickens presented the following case for consideration.  After convening in regular session, the following decision was entered.   Case No. 2016-10 was denied.  The Board received notice that an offer that the county made on property at 205 Courthouse Drive had been accepted by the owners, Steve and Sandra Gott.  Closing on the property is scheduled for the 1st of March.

There being no further business, the board did adjourn until Monday, February 22, 2016 at 8:30 a.m.
