FAIR HOUSING MONTH PROCLAMATION


WHEREAS, April 2016 marks the 48th anniversary of the passage of Title VIII of the Civil Rights Act of 1968, commonly known as the Federal Fair Housing Act; and


WHEREAS, the Idaho Human Rights Commission Act has prohibited discrimination in housing since 1969; and


WHEREAS, equal opportunity for all-regardless of race, color, religion, sex, disability, familial status or national origin-is a fundamental goal of our nation, state and city; and


WHEREAS, equal access to housing is an important component of this goal-as fundamental as the right to equal education and employment; and


WHEREAS, housing is a critical component of family and community health and stability and


WHEREAS, housing choice impacts our children’s access to education, our ability to seek and retain employment options, the cultural benefits we enjoy, the extent of our exposure to crime and drugs, and the quality of health care we receive in emergencies; and


WHEREAS, the laws of this nation and our state seek to ensure such equality of choice for all transactions involving housing; and


WHEREAS, ongoing education, outreach and monitoring are key to raising awareness of fair housing principles, practices, rights and responsibilities; and


WHEREAS, only through continued cooperation, commitment and support of all Idahoans can barriers to fair housing be removed;

IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS
Weed Supervisor Jeremey Varley reported that the 5th grade Poster Contest presentations were held in Leadore on the 8th and in Salmon on the 9th.  He reported that the kids all did great with their posters.  He also reported on the Cattlemen’s Noxious Weed night, job postings for seasonal positions and upcoming events including the Lemhi CWMA quarterly meeting and the BLM agreements meeting.
Probation Administrator Tom Fitte presented the Board with information from other counties regarding probation office fire arm policy.  The Board will review the information and share it with attorney Withers.  County Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser presented the Board with the Hospital Payment voucher to authorize the interest payment on the Hospital Bond.
Planning and Zoning Assistant Administrator Teresa Morton informed the Board that the Special Use Permit hearing on the property they are purchasing at 205 Courthouse Drive will be held on the 9th of March.  Building and Grounds Supervisor Russ Dalley reported that yearly shampooing is complete and he is working on refinishing the courtroom benches.  He also gave the Board a proposed elevator maintenance contract from Northwest Elevator & Contracting to review.  
Landfill Manager Ken Boese presented the Board with a landfill report and asked that it be filed.  He informed the Board that the 950 Wheel Loader needs major repairs and thinks that the head is cracked.  He received a $38,000 estimate from CAT for the repairs with a 3 year warranty.  The Board authorized the repairs.  The group then discussed the engineering proposals received to address the audit issues at the landfill.  It was noted that the project might have to be advertised and bids accepted.  WUI Director Karin Drnjevic reported that she attended a spaghetti feed in Elk Bend and answered Fire Wise Community questions.  She then reported that the CWPP meeting has been set for March 22, 2016 @ 6:00 p.m. and that she is still trying to wrap up the bio-char video.
Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney and the Board discussed plowing practices and how much berm is left on the edge of the road.  They also discussed plowing in the Pahsimeroi Valley.  Social Services Director Sue Dickens reported that the Welfare Conference will be held in Pocatello on April 19 through April 21.  

IN THE MATTER OF PLANNING AND ZONING COMMITTEE

The Board reviewed and accepted a resignation from Roy Barrett, Chairman of the Planning and Zoning Committee.  They thanked him for his valuable service.

IN THE MATTER OF ANIMAL DAMAGE CONTROL DIRECTOR

Rick Snyder moved and Ken Miner seconded to reappoint LaMar Cockrell as the county representative to the District #5 Animal Damage Control Board.  The vote was unanimous.
IN THE MATTER OF THE OFFICE OF HIGHWAY SAFETY AGREEMENT
The Board reviewed and Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to sign the agreement between the Office of Highway Safety and the County to administer Idaho’s Child Passenger Safety Centralized Leadership Program.  The coordinator will be Carma McKinnon and will be supervised by the Sheriff.

Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to go into executive session pursuant to Idaho Code 31-3418 to hear indigent matters.  Roll call vote was held:  Snyder – AYE: Miner – AYE: Jakovac – AYE.  Social Services Director Sue Dickens presented the following cases.  After convening in regular session the following decisions were entered.

IN THE MATTER OF DEQ AUDIT AT THE LANDFILL
The Board further reviewed proposals from Great West Engineering and Cascade Earth Sciences that might address some of the issues raised in the DEQ Audit.  After reviewing, it was determined that the project would need to be let out for bid.   It was decided to request a proposal only on the Work Plan that would outline the steps the County will take to achieve full compliance with Idaho DEQ and to demonstrate that the groundwater on the site has not been impacted.  Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to proceed with the work plan proposal and authorized the Chairman to sign the agreement after review from attorney Withers.

There being no further business, the board did adjourn until Wednesday, February 24, 2016 when the Board will hold an Organizational meeting with interested citizens to form an advisory board to address Landfill/Solid Waste issues.  The next regular meeting will be Monday, March 14, 2016 at 7:30 a.m.
