The Board of County Commissioners met in special session pursuant to recess of February 22, 2016 with John Jakovac, Chairman, Richard W. Snyder and Ken Miner present.  The purpose of the special meeting was to discuss landfill issues and to form an advisory committee to the commissioners to address those issues.  Landfill Manager Ken Boese and thirteen members of the public were also present.
Bob Loucks, former County Agricultural Agent and member of the original committee to find a landfill site presented an overview of the history of the landfill.  The group then discussed possible solutions to handle the transfer sites:
a. Ask Law Enforcement to help by citing wrong doers.

b. Get non-duplicated keys.

c. Public Service Announcements.

d. Neighborhood Watch.

The group then discussed the tipping fees, the possibility of raising the annual fee charged on the tax roll from the current $70.00 and also to keep recycling.  Landfill Manager Ken Boese gave an overview on the expansion and the land exchange with the BLM.
