IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS
Emergency Services Director Janet Nelson and the Board discussed the changes in funding from SHSP.  In the future, the funds will be sent directly to the county instead of using the GAN process.  She then informed the Board that she is planning fire and earthquake safety training for county employees and is also working on “Active Shooter” protocol and training as well as establishing routine drills for the county buildings.  She then requested that the Board consider budgeting enough in the future to pay for the personal liability insurance for the Gibbonsville & Elk Bend QRU.  It was noted that we have been reimbursing Leadore Ambulance for their liability insurance and that perhaps all three could be included in the EMS budget.
Road and Bridge Assistant Manager Dan Davis, Office Manager Jay Davis and Chief Mechanic Kim Thomas appeared before the Board to report that the oil spill at the Rattlesnake Bridge site has been cleaned.  They then reported that negotiations are still on-going for right-of-ways for the Shoup Bridge but that construction is still expected to start in July.  Jay asked the board if they could attend a meeting with the City on the 21st of March to discuss Alternate Route funding through Tiger grants.  An Agenda will be posted and the board will attend the meeting.  Dan Davis announced that he will be retiring the end of September and Kim Thomas updated the board on maintenance projects.  

Weed Superintendent Jeremey Varley presented the Board with the monthly report and a recently developed Emergency Action Plan for his employees to follow in the event of a life threatening accident or situation involving exposure or spill of chemicals.  He also informed the board that he has requested that attorney Withers submit a letter to the FAA in support of his request for a Certificate of Waiver or Authorization to use a drone for weed inventory.  He will soon begin doing ground sterilant work on county properties and requested that his office be allowed to move into the probation department offices when they move to the location across the street from the courthouse.
Industrial Park Manager Tammy Stringham informed the board that the heat pump at the Industrial Park has been replaced and that work is now being done on the sewer pump.  She also will begin the process of getting some landscape bids for the park.  County Agricultural Agent Shannon Williams presented the board with the February 2016 extension office report and the group then discussed the AG week being held this week.  She then spoke of the need of more phone lines into her office.  The Board indicated that the phone system is currently at the maximum number of lines and that the process of replacing the system will need to begin in the near future.  
Assessor Jenny Rosin presented a tax adjustment request for the board to review.  She then spoke of the need for safety training for county employees and indicated that she has been in contact with Janet Nelson to get some training conducted.  She then received approval from the Board to raise the mailing fee for license plates to the same fee that the State is charging.  Landfill Manager Ken Boese presented the Board with a landfill report and asked that it be filed.  He informed the Board that he had been contacted by a company who want to demonstrate their shredding machine and that he received an estimate of $42,000 to repair the 950G.  He reviewed his report and urged the commissioners to find a way to raise the money to comply with the DEQ Audit findings.
Probation Officer Tom Fitte shared several incidents that occurred during home visits and spoke of the need to communicate with law enforcement consistently.  He also informed the Board that Judicial District VII has been instructed to be consistent with each other in drug testing fees and we will need to raise our fees to comply with this directive.  He told the board that Judge Watkins will be visiting today to do a Court Review of the Drug Court team.  WUI Director Karin Drnjevic updated the board on the Bio Char Video, internet and e-mail problems.  She then reminded the board about the CWPP meeting to be held on the 22nd of March.  She will send a reminder and an agenda out prior to the meeting.
County Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser presented the Board with interest earned report and the urban renewal report.  Planning and Zoning Administrator informed the Board that Joel Griffith has expressed interest in serving on the Planning and Zoning Committee.  The Board appointed Mr. Griffith to fill the term of Tony Fiori.  Gary suggested that in the future, the county and city might consider just having a joint commission instead of two separate ones.  Chief Deputy Sheriff Steve Penner presented the annual operating plan between the County and the Forest Service for signatures.  
IN THE MATTER OF APPEAL OF ANTHONY FIORI OF P & Z DECISION – TIMOTHY STEHR – CABINS

The Board reviewed the Findings submitted by the Planning and Zoning Committee addressing the Order of Remand from the County Commissioners.  After review Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to accept the Planning and Zoning conclusion that the proposed use is compatible with neighboring uses.  Attorney Withers will prepare a written order for the Board.

IN THE MATTER OF WIMPEY CREEK ROAD

IN THE MATTER OF RANGELAND FIRE PROTECTION ASSOCIATION

Camas Creek Rangeland Fire Protection Association (CCRFPA) representative Richard Savage appeared before the Board with Ezra Richan representing Leadore rancher James Whittaker to discuss Lemhi County joining the CCRFPA.  Mr. Savage explained that fire protection associations are formed to allow ranchers and residents within the boundaries designated to begin suppression efforts on rangeland and to share resources.  Commissioner Snyder had several questions concerning the Mutual Aid Agreement that the Leadore Fire District would need to comply with if they decide to join.   Mr. Snyder will take the matter to the Leadore Fire District for further review.
IN THE MATTER OF FISCAL YEAR 2015 AUDIT
Farrell Steiner of Searle, Hart and Associates presented the FY 2015 audit.  Mr. Steiner reviewed the audit with the Board and indicated that all looks great.  He explained the Federal Single Audit and complimented the county for good internal controls and for maintaining a strong fiscal policy.

Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to go into executive session pursuant to Idaho Code 74-206(1)(a) to hear personnel matters.  An employee appeared to discuss staffing issues.  
There being no further business the board adjourn until the special meeting with the City on the 21st of March at 1:00 p.m.  The next regular meeting will be on Monday, March 28, 2016 at 8:30 a.m.
