Salmon, Idaho
The Board of County Commissioners met in a special session at Salmon City Hall with John Jakovac, Chairman, Ken Miner and Richard Snyder present.  Present for the City of Mayor Leo Marshall and councilmen Rob Jackson, Neil James and Ken Hill.  The purpose of the meeting was to determine if city and county officials were interested in combining forces to begin the search for a second bridge location across the Salmon River and the funding to build one.  Also present was Idaho Transportation representatives.

Stephen Freiburger of Paragon Consulting Inc. appeared by telephone and led the discussion.  He prepared a cost estimate as well as one possible location for an alternate bridge and route that county and city staff helped develop.  He said possible funding could be trough a TIGER (Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery) grant, but the deadline for this year’s grant is April 29th.  After further discussion, it was decided that trying for this year’s grant cycle would not be feasible.
District VI Transportation Engineer Jason Minzghor said it is important to stress this new bridge will not be a highway.  It will be for local use and emergency use in the event of the Main Street Bridge failure, but he did indicate that it would be of benefit to the State when repairs begin on the Main Street Bridge.
The group then discussed the need to get more prepared before filing for grants such as by beginning the Environmental Assessment process, identify possible locations and then hold public meetings to accept input from the public.  
Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to begin the process of exploring locations for an alternate bridge and route and for grant funding for the project in cooperation with the City of Salmon and the Idaho Department of Transportation.  The City did not have a quorum so they will re-visit this issue at their next meeting.  If the City approves proceeding with the project a joint meeting will be held on the 11th of April @ 1:00 p.m. at the commissioner’s regular meeting.

There being no further business, the board did adjourn until Monday, March 28, 2016 at 8:30 a.m.
