Salmon, Idaho
The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session pursuant to recess of March 21, 2016 with John Jakovac, Chairman, Ken Miner and Richard Snyder present.  The minutes of the meetings of March 14, 2016 and March 21, 2016 were approved.

IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS

Weed Supervisor Jeremey Varley presented the board with a report of items completed including Ag Science Days, BLM mapping meeting, school visits and funding awards from ISDA.  He also gave an overview of items occurring in the near future and received approval to purchase work boots for full time staff and to contribute $100.00 for boots to part time staff.  County P & Z Administrator Gary Goodman agreed to head up the search for a new phone system for county offices.  
Building and Grounds Supervisor Russ Dalley reported that he has completed his winter projects and will begin the spring work.  The Board and Mr. Dalley then discussed the need for getting a constant temperature in the storage area of the Brooklyn Basement.  Russ will look into it and try and get some estimates.  Commissioner Jakovac discussed possible repairs to the Courthouse roof where drips are eroding the columns with Mr. Dalley.  Probation Administrator Tom Fitte reports that supervised high risks clients has nearly doubled and the juveniles ordered supervision has also increased.  
Landfill Manager Ken Boese presented the Board with a report to be filed.  He then discussed the need to act on the proposal received by Bob Church from Great West Engineering.  The Board called Mr. Church and discussed the contents of his proposal to send to DEQ to address the audit issues and necessary repairs.  After discussion, Rick Snyder moved and Ken Miner seconded to have Mr. Church submit the proposal to the DEQ and wait for their response.  Mr. Church suggested that the county should get the topographical survey competed and to hire an on-call solid waste engineer.  Mr. Boese then discussed mechanical problems with Landfill equipment and the need to replace equipment.  County Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser and the Board discussed delinquent property taxes on mobile homes.
WUI Director Karin Drnjevic reported on the CWPP meeting held on the 22nd with 20 persons in attendance.  The group reviewed the CWPP plan and she is working on getting layers for the map.  She also will be attending the Lemhi Forest Restoration meeting on the 24th to update those members.  Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney reported that a guard rail had been damaged up the Pahsimeroi at Hooper Lane, but they know who did the damage and will pursue restitution.  The group then discussed the reclamation work to be done at the Rattlesnake Bridge site and asked Kerrie to find out when the work will be done.  Mr. Cheney then announced that he has tentatively set a retiring date of November 18, 2016 and asked the Board to consider hiring his replacement in July so they will have time to become familiar with the job and the county.

IN THE MATTER OF RANGELAND FIRE PROTECTION ASSOCIATION

Commissioner Snyder reported that he addressed his concerns about the Rangeland Fire Protection Associations and explained to the Board that the document they will be signing is an understanding with the Idaho Department of Lands, local fire districts and departments and the county that they agree to support fire suppression activities and work together as well as to share resources and have overlapping boundaries within the RFPA.  Rick Snyder then moved and Ken Miner seconded to sign the document.  Motion carried.
IN THE MATTER OF FENCING COUNTY PROPERTY

Phillip Eisenhauer appeared by phone to request that the Board assist with the building of a six foot fence between his property at 206 Neyman and the newly acquired county property at 205 Courthouse Drive.  The Board asked Mr. Eisenhauer to submit a cost estimate and the county will review.

IN THE MATTER OF PLANNING AND ZONING

The Board presented a plaque to outgoing Chairman of the Planning and Zoning Board Roy Barrett.  A plaque was also sent to retiring member Anthony Fiori who was not able to attend the meeting.  The Board thanked them for their service.

Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to go into executive session pursuant to Idaho Code 31-3418 to hear indigent appeals.  Roll call vote was held:  Miner – AYE: Snyder – AYE: Jakovac – AYE.  Social Services Director and Steele Memorial Hospital representative Sherry Jensen were present and advised the Board that the Hospital was withdrawing their appeal on Cases 2016-4 and 2015-61.  The hearing scheduled for 2016-2 was continued.

There being no further business, the board did adjourn until Wednesday, March 30, 2016 to discuss Solid Waste issues.
