The purpose of the meeting was to continue the discussions landfill issues.  County Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser, Landfill Manager Ken Boese and 12 citizens were also in attendance.

Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser informed the group that in 1990 the fee was $30.00 and in 2015 the fee is $70.00.  She suggested looking in commercial properties billing and to contact local volunteers to help educate the public on landfill issues.

Public comments were heard about how to generate more funds for the landfill in a fair manner.  Larry Wade reported on a company in Utah that sells locks for $34.00 and keys for $5.00.  Jason Pilkerton presented an estimate for remote dump site surveillance.

It was then decided to request that the Sheriff Department and Lemhi Sanitation attend the next meeting to be held on April 27, 2016 @ 7:00 p.m.
