IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS

Agricultural Agent Shannon Williams presented the board with the extension office report for March and reported on a successful AG week that saw 107 volunteers participating.  Weed Supervisor Jeremey Varley then presented his report of items completed and upcoming.  He reported that reclamation work was done on the west side of the rattlesnake bridge by his crew.  County Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser presented the board with the interest earned, urban renewal and the joint auditor/treasurer reports.
Chief Mechanic Kim Thomas reviewed purchases and expenses with the board.  Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney and Office Manager Jay Davis suggested that we need to look at another exit out of the Mountain View Subdivision.  When the culvert failed at Hammonville, it left some residents without a way to get to the highway.  The group then discussed the rehabilitation work beginning at the Rattlesnake Bridge site, the repair of the guard rail at Hooper Lane and they will soon be advertising for bids for a loader and ski steer.  The used loader will be given to the landfill.  

Building Inspector Gary Goodman reported that he has been advised by Kim Thomas that his pickup needs to be replaced.  He then reported on the amount of activity in construction.  Probation Administrator Tom Fitte reports that they have been very busy and then are seeking funding sources to help with probationer’s testing costs.
WUI Director Karin Drnjevic reported that she has been working on maps and getting more detail on the Lemhi.  She also is waiting on the Elk Bend Fire Department list of equipment and then she will schedule a follow up CWPP meeting.  Landfill Manager Ken Boese presented the Board with a report to be filed.  He received approval for an advertisement in the paper about Earth Day and an engine exchange was approved for an end dump truck.
IN THE MATTER OF LOCAL BUSINESSES REPAIRING COUNTY EQUIPMENT

Dave Bailey from Salmon Truck and Equipment appeared before the board to ask “why does the county repeatedly outsource repairs on diesel trucks and equipment, not just out of town, and not just out of the county, but clear out of the state, when there are local repair shops fully qualified and capable of performing many of these repairs, at significant cost savings to the taxpayers?”  He asked for a written response to his question.  The board indicated that they would like to keep as many repairs as they can locally and will look further into the matter.  A written response will be prepared.

IN THE MATTER OF WESTERN FEDERAL LANDS PROJECTS

James D. Porter and Gerald H. Flatz from JUB Engineers, Inc. appeared before the board to request a Letter of Preference be written to Western Federal Lands for federal projects in our area.  They explained that an engineering firm must be on the approved federal list, but that preference is given to local requests.  JUB is applying for the upcoming Lost Trail stabilization project and would appreciate the boards support.  The board agreed to send a letter at the appropriate time.

IN THE MATTER OF LEMHI EDUCATION PROJECT

LCEDA Board Member Alan Howell and Executive Director Tammy Stringham appeared with Lemhi Education Project Administrator Tiffany McCallister and board members, Cindy Phelps, Bob Gutzman and guest Representative Merrill Beyeler.  Ms. McCallister updated the Board on the progress, accomplishments and goals for the education project.  She thanked Mr. Beyeler for working at the State level to assist them in finding educational opportunities for rural communities.  She thanked the Board for their past support and requested the county to continue to budget the $12,000 appropriation annually.

This matter having come before the Board of County Commissioners (“Board”) of Lemhi County, a political subdivision of the state of Idaho (“Lemhi County”), for public hearing pursuant to notice, at the Brooklyn Annex Building located at 200 Fulton Street, Suite 101, Salmon, Idaho, on Monday, March 14, 2016, the Board now makes the following findings of fact, conclusions of law, and order.

I. FINDINGS OF FACT

1. Appellant is Anthony D. Fiori (“Appellant”).

2. The Appellant has submitted to the Board an appeal of the July 20, 2015, decision of the Lemhi County Planning & Zoning Commission (“P&Z”) approving an application from Timothy Stehr for a special use permit.  

3. Lemhi County provided notice of the hearing of the appeal as required by Idaho


Code and in accord with the Lemhi County Development Code.

4. The Board conducted a public hearing on the appeal on Monday, November 9, 2015, pursuant to published notice.  At that hearing, the Board determined that, subject to remanding the matter back to P&Z for further deliberations on the compatibility of the proposed use of the applicant’s real property with neighboring uses, the Board would adopt the July 20, 2015, Decision from P&Z regarding the approval of the special use permit.

5. On March 14, 2016, the Board considered the supplemental findings of P&Z dated February 29, 2016.  It was the determination of P&Z that the proposed use was in fact compatible with neighboring uses.

II. CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

a. Pursuant to Idaho Code Section 67-6535, the Board hereby adopts the factual findings and conclusions as stated in the July 20, 2015, P&Z Decision and the supplemental findings and conclusions dated February 29, 2016.  A true and correct copy of both documents are attached hereto and incorporated herein as if restated in full.

III. ORDER

THE APPEAL FILED BY ANTHONY D. FIORI IS HEREBY DENIED, AND THE P&Z APPROVAL OF THE APPLICATION FOR A SPECIAL USE PERMIT BY TIMOTHY STEHR IS SUSTAINED.

RESOLUTION 2016-7 OF THE COMMISSIONERS
OF
LEMHI COUNTY, IDAHO

AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION AND DELIVERY BY THE COUNTY OF A PRIMARY LEASE AND LEASE AGREEMENT IN CONNECTION WITH FINANCING AND/OR REFINANCING OF IMPROVEMENTS TO THE STEELE MEMORIAL MEDICAL CENTER IN SALMON, IDAHO; AND APPROVING THE FORM OF THE INDENTURE OF TRUST BEING EXECUTED IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.

WHEREAS, the Idaho Health Facilities Authority (the “Authority”) is authorized by Sections 39-1441 et seq., of the Idaho code, as amended (the “Act”), to acquire, construct, reconstruct, renovate, improve, replace, maintain, repair, operate, lease as lessee or lessor and regulate one or more health facilities to provide adequate medical care and health facilities for the people of the State of Idaho; and

WHEREAS, the Authority is further authorized by the Act to lease health facilities for such periods and at such rent and upon such terms as shall be determined by the Authority; and

WHEREAS, the County is authorized by Section 31-836 of the Idaho Code to enter into leases as lessor or lessee with the Authority; and

WHEREAS, Lemhi County, Idaho (the “County”) and the Board of Trustees of Steele Memorial Medical Center (the “Hospital Board”) have requested the Authority to finance certain improvements, including equipment (collectively, the “Improvements”) to the Steele Memorial Medical Center (the “Hospital”) located in Salmon, Idaho, together with related costs; and

WHEREAS, the Authority proposes to lease from the County pursuant to a Primary Lease dated April 1, 2016 (the “Primary Lease”) the existing facilities of the Hospital consisting of the land and all improvements and fixtures thereon (the “Existing Facilities); and

WHEREAS, it is further proposed that simultaneously with the execution and delivery of the Primary Lease, pursuant to a Lease Agreement dated April 1 2016 (the “Lease Agreement”) among the Authority, the County and the Hospital Board, the Hospital Board and the County (collectively, the “Health Institution”) will lease and rent from the Authority the Existing Facilities and the Improvements under the terms and conditions of the Lease Agreement;

WHEREAS, the Authority proposes to enter into an Indenture of Trust dated April 1, 2016 (the “Indenture”) with Zions Bank, a division of ZB, National Association, as trustee (the “Trustee”), and Summit National Bank, as lender (“Lender”), whereby the Authority assigns the Primary Lease and the Lease Agreement and Rental Payments (as defined therein) due thereunder, and certain rights of the Authority under and pursuant to the Primary Lease and Lease Agreement to the Trustee to secure amounts owing under the Lease Agreement; and

WHEREAS, in consideration for the security pledge under the Indenture, the Bank will disburse $6,300,000 to the Trustee, for the account of the Authority, and the Trustee on behalf of the Authority will disburse such funds for the benefit of the Health Institution upon requisition therefor, and the Health Institution will utilize said funds to pay the costs of issuing the Lease Agreement and to pay the costs of acquiring and constructing the Improvements and to refinance the Existing Indebtedness; and

WHEREAS, there have been presented to the Board of County Commissioners (1) the proposed form of the Primary Lease, (2) the proposed form of the Lease Agreement, (3) the proposed form of Indenture.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of Commissioners of Lemhi County, Idaho:

Section 1.  All action (not inconsistent with the provisions of this resolution) heretofore taken by the County and Hospital Board directed toward the leasing and subleasing of the Existing Facilities and Improvements, and the assignment of the Primary Lease and Lease Agreement, be, and the same is hereby ratified, approved and confirmed.

Section 2.  The forms, terms and provisions of the Lease Agreement, the Primary Lease, and the Indenture presented to this meeting be, and the same hereby are, in all respects approved.

Section 3.  The Chairman of the Board of Commissioners be, and he hereby is, authorized in the name and on behalf of the County to execute and deliver the Primary Lease and the Lease Agreement to which the County is a party, and to approve the Indenture in the form presented to this meeting, with such changes therein as are not inconsistent herewith and the Clerk of the County be, and hereby is, authorized in the name and on behalf of the County to attest the same.

Section 4.  All actions heretofore taken and the execution and delivery of all letters, certificates, applications, requests, agreements, papers and instruments in connection with the transactions referred to in and contemplated by the documents described in the preceding sections of this resolution be, and they hereby are, ratified, approved and confirmed.

Section 5.  The officers of the County be, and they hereby are, authorized to take such steps, to do such other acts and things, to make such payments, to execute such letters, certificates, agreements, papers or instruments as in their judgment may be necessary, desirable or appropriate in order to carry out the terms and provisions of the Primary Lease and the Lease Agreement referred to in the preceding sections of this resolution, and to otherwise consummate the transactions, steps and things contemplated hereby.

Section 6.  If any section, paragraph, clause, or provision of this resolution shall for any reason be held to be invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or unenforceability of such section, paragraph, clause or provision shall not affect any of the remaining provisions of this resolution.

Section 7. The County hereby designates the Lease Agreement as a “Qualified Tax Exempt Obligations” for the purpose and within the meaning of Section 265(b)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended. The County reasonably anticipates that it, together with all “aggregated issuers,” will not issue during the current calendar year obligations which, when aggregated with the Lease Agreement, will exceed an aggregate principal amount of $10,000,000. For purposes of this Section, “aggregated issuer” means any entity which (a) issues obligations on behalf of the County, (b) derives its issuing authority from the County, or (c) is subject to substantial control by the County. The County hereby certifies and represents that is has not created, does not intend to create, and does not expect to benefit from any entity formed or availed of to avoid the purposes of Section 265(b)(3)(C) or (D) of the Code. 

Section 8.  All bylaws, orders, ordinances, and resolutions or parts thereof, inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent only of such inconsistency.  This repealer shall not be construed as reviving any bylaw, order, resolution or ordinance, or part thereof.

IN THE MATTER OF CITY/COUNTY ALTERNATE BRIDGE AND ROUTE FOR EMERGENCY USE
Mayor Leo Marshall, Councilmen Neil James, Jim Bockelman, Jim Baker, Ken Hill and Rob Jackson together with city employees Clerk Mary Benton, Public Works superintendent Harry Shanafelt, Grant writer Mary Cerise and Finance Officer Amy Fealko joined the board and county employees Kerrie Cheney, Jay Davis, Clerk Terri Morton and attorney Bruce Withers.  City resident David Gusky was also present.   The City advised that they had approved to proceed with the process of exploring locations for an alternate bridge and route and for grant funding in cooperation with the county and the Idaho Department of Transportation at their last council meeting.
The group discussed holding public informational meetings, looking for planning money prior to grant writing, possible different sites, how the Idaho State Transportation Department would be involved, and possible partners to help with the project.  After further discussion, Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to have the City Clerk, Mary Benton and Road and Bridge office Manager Jay Davis work together and contact landowners to let them know that we are looking for a possible site to build an alternate route and bridge to use in the event of the Main Street Bridge failure.   Jim Bockelman amended the motion to include that the City and County work jointly in seeking an alternate bridge and route.  Motion passed.   Another meeting will be scheduled after responses are received from the land owners.
