Salmon, Idaho
The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session pursuant to recess of April 11, 2016 with John Jakovac, Chairman, Ken Miner and Richard W. Snyder present.  The minutes of the meeting of April 11, 2016 were approved.

IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS

Weed Superintendent Jeremey Varley reported that his portion of the Rattlesnake Bridge reclamation work has been completed.  He reported on the Master Gardener Weed night, down river treatments and his meeting with the FAA to inquire about the Exemption for drones to assist with mapping.  His crew will soon begin ground sterilant projects on county property.  Emergency Services Director Janet Nelson requested a letter of support to be included in a grant for the Search and Rescue to purchase radios.  She also received approval to spend funds from the contingency fund to assist with meals in an upcoming planned activity.  She also received approval for the Gibbonsville QRU to be included with the county EMS personnel as they are no longer a non-profit agency and given up their 501c3.
Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney and Office Manager Jay Davis informed the Board that payment has been received from the insurance company for the Hooper Lane Bridge repairs.  They then reviewed the Special Use Application Review that the board asked P & Z to compile regarding road issues with special use applications.  Building Inspector Gary Goodman and the Board then discussed DEQ Requirements regarding the disposal of asbestos.  He informed the Board that Gina Knudson had been appointed chairman and James Malcomb vice-chair of the Planning and Zoning Committee.  He then updated the Board on permit and building activity.
Landfill Manager Ken Boese reported that the Iron Creek dump site was left a mess and the sheriff is looking into it.  He presented the Board with his report that he asked to be filed.  Thereafter, Rick Snyder moved and Ken Miner seconded to amend the agenda to discuss DEQ liability issues in executive session at 11:30.  Motion carried unanimously.  WUI Director Karin Drnjevic informed the board that she has been contacted by several North Fork landowners about possible fuel reduction projects.  She updated the board on the Pahsimeroi and Lemhi/Custer County CWPP updates.  
IN THE MATTER OF TAKING TAX DEEDS

County Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser presented the following 2012 unpaid parcels for the board to review and take in the tax deeding process.  Rick Snyder moved and Ken Miner seconded to accept the tax deeds and costs as presented.

The Board then set April 23, 2017 @ 9:00 a.m. for next year’s pending issue of tax deeds.  The tax sale for any surplus property and for the selling of tax deeded property was set for April 23, 2017 @1: 30 p.m.
IN THE MATTER OF 2L TRAILS 

Rachel Layman from Salmon Valley Stewardship appeared before the Board to request signatures on the Federal Lands Access Program Match Agreement.  She explained that the county contribution towards the match will be hydro-seeding by Lemhi County Weed Department after the trail is built and gravel material from the county Road and Bridge and the BLM work at the Shoup Bridge site.  In response to the boards concern about long term maintenance, she advised the Board that the Salmon Valley Trails Committee has committed to long term fund raising.  After further discussion, Rick Snyder moved and Ken Miner seconded to sign the Match Agreement and move forward with project.
IN THE MATTER OF DETERMINATION REGARDING NAVIGABILITY ON THE SALMON RIVER
Army Corps of Engineers representatives Major Davis, Kelly Urbanek, Rob Brochu, James Joyner and Kristiana McGee appeared before the board to inform them of a reclassification of the Salmon River from non-navigable to navigable.  Ms. Urbanek explained that in 2014 the Corps received a petition from the Idaho Conservation league asking them to reconsider its non-navigable determination on the Salmon River beginning at its Snake River confluence and continuing 259 miles upstream to just beyond the City of Salmon.  Since they could find no documentation concerning the reasoning behind the determination, there counsel advised them to conduct the study.  She explained that the report recommending the Salmon River be designated as a navigable waterway was submitted to General Scott A. Spellmon, Commander of the Army Corps of Engineers Northwest Division who will make the final navigability determination.  An official announcement is expected in May.  The change will impose regulations on irrigation water diversions, pure excavation or cabling over the river and will require Clean Water Act permits.  After the official decision is entered, the will return to the community to hold meetings to answer questions from ranchers and other public members.
IN THE MATTER OF AGENCY CREEK BRIDGE REPLACEMENT

Bob Minton from the Lemhi Soil and Water Conservation District appeared before the board to outline a Memorandum of Agreement between the county and the LSWCD.  The agreement would allow the LSWCD to receive funding through the Office of Species Conservation and the Bonneville Power Administration to remove a culvert under the county road and replace it with a bridge to enhance habitat for anadromous fisheries for fish passage improvements.  The County reviewed the MOA and Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to approve the agreement.
IN THE MATTER OF THE ALLEN BRIDGE

The Board reviewed and signed the Engineer of Record Agreement for the Allen Bridge Replacement Project funded through LHTAC and the Idaho Transportation Department between Lemhi County and Paragon Consulting, Inc.
