IN THE MATTER OF MOU REGARDING EIS FOR SAGEBRUSH FOCAL AREAS WITHDRAWAL

After reviewed the proposed Memorandum of Understanding between Lemhi County and U.S. Department of the Interior Bureau of Land Management regarding the Development of the Environmental Impact Statement for the Proposed Sagebrush Focal Areas Withdrawal, Rick Snyder moved and Ken Miner seconded to approve the MOU and the document was signed.

IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS
EMS Director Janet Nelson presented a draft “Active Shooter Emergency Guidelines” for the Board to Review.  County Agricultural Agent Shannon Williams presented the Extension Office Report for April and received approval to look into what is needed to install a stove for 4-H cooking classes.  Weed Supervisor Jeremey Varley presented the Board with a list of items completed including county ground sterilant and a hydro-seeding project completed as well as items upcoming including spray days.
County Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser presented the Board with an interest earned report, urban renewal report and the Joint Auditor/Treasurer monthly report.  She discussed a recent ICRMP training attended by her, Deputy Maughan and Assessor Rosin.  She then requested that a resolution be prepared for a list of records she would like to destroy.  Building Official Gary Goodman reported that 4 companies will be submitting proposals for updating our phone system.    Landfill Manager Ken Boese presented the board with a report he asked to be filed.  He reported more problems at the Iron Creek Transfer site.  He reported that one of the 6 yard containers had been burnt and that a propane tank had been left near the container that burnt.  He’s very concerned about the damage and the possible damage that could occur.  Probation Officer Tom Fitte reported that they are very busy and will be asking for additional testing funds in the next budget cycle to cover informal probationers as well as wanting to make his part time employee full time because drug court and probationers are keeping them very busy.
Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney and Chief Mechanic Kim Thomas discussed repairs and advised the board that Asphalt prices are down a bit so they will be purchasing some extra this year to try and catch up on maintenance projects.  WUI Director Karin Drnjevic advised the Board she will be speaking with Lemhi Fire Protection District about bring the landfill into the CWPP as a first responder initial attack unit.  She then advised the board that we are still having problems with our web e-mail provider.
IN THE MATTER OF GILMORE TOWNSITE & HISTORIC MINING ACTIVITIES
DEQ Regional Manager Troy Saffle, Mine Waste Program Manager Rob Hanson, Project Coordinator Dana Swift together with Department of Health and Welfare Environmental Health Program Manager Jim Vannoy and State Health Toxicologist Craig Dietrich appeared before the board to discuss health and safety concerns in and near the Gilmore Town site associated with abandoned mine sites.  The group explained that they plan to provide health and safety information to landowners and recreationalists and to give landowners an opportunity to have surface soils on their property sampled and tested for metals.  They explained that health and safety concerns included abandoned buildings and mining structures, mine openings and metals in the soils.  They indicated that they will be installing a sign at Gilmore informing all of the concerns.
IN THE MATTER OF PETITION FROM ELK BEND SEWER DISTRICT

Commissioner Jakovac called to Order a Public Hearing on an Application from Elk Bend Sewer District to vacate a portion of the Elk Horn Road and the cul-de-sac and to amend Lots 1-4 Block 14 and Lot 29 Block 1 in Salmon River Estates Unit 1.  The following Exhibits were marked prior to the hearing:  Exhibit 1 – Application, Exhibit 2 – Proposed Amended Subdivision Plat, Exhibit 3 – Affidavit of Publishing, Exhibit 4 – Photos of Posting Notices Exhibit 5 – Proof of Mailings.  Board members were then polled to see if any member of the Board had any interest in the subject property or if they had made any inquiry into the application prior to this hearing.  Jakovac – Nay; Miner – Nay; Snyder – Nay.  
Wayne White representing Elk Bend Sewer District was then duly sworn and testified in support of the application and explained the benefits for the Elk Bend Sewer District.  Written comments were received from Lemhi County Road and Bridge stating they had no objection and from Dana Sucevich stating that she gives her permission for her lot line adjustment of Lot 278, Block 1 of Salmon River Estates.  There was no testimony against the application.  Exhibit 6, an estimate of the property value of the vacated land was marked as the commissioners may request the petitioners to pay the market value of the vacation.  There being no further discussion, the hearing was closed and the Board began deliberations.  After review of the exhibits and the testimony given, Rick Snyder moved and Ken Miner seconded to approve the requests in the application.  Official Findings will be prepared for signature at the next meeting.

Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to go into executive session pursuant to Idaho Code 74-206(1)(b) to hear a personnel issue, Idaho Code 31-3418 to hear indigent matters and Idaho Code 74-206(1)(f) to discuss ongoing litigation.

The Board first met with a county employee to discuss past allegations of discrimination.  After discussion, the Board thought it might be helpful to send out notices to employees explaining the process of how to file a discrimination complaint.  The board then discussed the discrimination Law Suit in Federal Court.
Social Services Director Sue Dickens then presented the following cases for consideration.  After convening in regular session, the Board entered the following decisions.

The board received a request in Indigent Case 1997-27 to release a lien against the real property.  After discussion, the board agreed to release it upon a partial payment in the amount of $7,500.00.
IN THE MATTER OF RFQ FOR A LANDFILL ENGINEER and DEQ 
Counsel Withers and the Board reviewed a proposed RFQ asking for qualifications for an Engineer to assist the county with landfill issues and to address non-compliance matters pursuant to an audit by DEQ.  The request will be published May 19th and May 26th.
The Board then reviewed the Draft Response to April 14, 2016 Comments from DEQ Comments on Draft Work Plan letter from the County and Great Western Engineering.  Rick Snyder moved and Ken Miner seconded to approve the draft and instruct Mr. Church to send the letter to DEQ.
IN THE MATTER OF THE ALLEN BRIDGE

Local Highway Technical Assistance Council Construction Engineering Manager Odo Grandi and Project Manager Matt Koster appeared before the board to discuss Construction, Engineering and Inspection Agreement for the Allen Bridge Project No. A009(914).  They informed the board that because bids were higher than expected, it is estimated that the county will need to contribute an additional $29,000 towards the match.  After further discussion, Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to sign the agreement and approved the additional monies.
IN THE MATTER OF CUSTER COUNTY FEES FOR LANDFILL USE

The Board called Custer County Commissioners to discuss raising the fees that Blue Mountain Refuse pays for Custer County’s use of the Lemhi County Landfill.  They are currently paying $33.00 per ton and Lemhi County is looking to raise that to $50.00 per ton.  After some discussion, Custer County Board requested that Lemhi County put the dollar amount in writing and send them the request.

There being no further business, the board did adjourn until Monday, May 23, 2016 at 8:30 a.m.
