EXCESSIVE FORCE POLICY

RESOLUTION# 2016-11

A RESOLUTION OF LEMHI COUNTY, IDAHO, ADOPTING A POLICY PROHIBITING THE USE OF EXCESSIVE FORCE AGAINST NON-VIOLENT CIVIL RIGHTS DEMONSTRATORS:

WHEREAS the Congress of the United Stated passed the Armstrong/Walker “Excessive Force” Amendment (Section 104 (L)(1) of Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 as amended) prohibiting the use of excessive force by a local law enforcement agency against any individual engaged in nonviolent civil rights demonstration within its jurisdiction;
AND WHEREAS Lemhi County has received an Idaho Community Development Block Grant and is required to comply with the Armstrong/Walker “excessive force” Amendment
AND WHEREAS the use of excessive force against demonstrators may cause the COUNTY to lose its grant or eligibility for future federal grants;
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMISSIONER OR AND COUNCIL OF LEMHI COUNTY, IDAHO:

SECTION 1
It is POLICY of the COUNTY that excessive force by local law enforcement agencies shall not be used against individuals engaged in lawful and nonviolent civil rights demonstrations within the County boundaries.

SECTION 2
The County Board directs the County Sherriff to implement this Resolution by amending applicable police department procedures.

IN THE MATTER OF OPENING QUALIFICATIONS FOR LANDFILL ENGINEER
Pursuant to Idaho Code Section 67-2320, the Board advertised in the Recorder Herald and in the Post Register for Engineering Consulting Services for the Lemhi County Landfill.  One proposal was received from Great West Engineering.  The Board opened the proposal and submitted it to the selection committee consisting of Steve Frazee, Gary Goodman, Don Jakovac, Bill Gibbs, Don Stamp and Ken Boese to review the qualifications.  
IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS

Tammy Stringham, Manager of the Industrial Park advised the Board that one renter has moved out, but another current renter is interested.  YEP will be giving her a bid to clean up around the outside of the building and she would like to see if Road and Bridge will do some asphalt patching at the site.  Sharayh Kratz, Weed Assistant presented the board with a report of items completed and upcoming including Franck Church Flying B Work days, ATV training for new employees and Ramshorn Cork Days.  He also reported on a possible spraying mishap.  The operators of the spray truck continued spraying when winds were in excess of 10 MPH and there could be possible damage to a few landowners.  Jeremey will do an inventory and document and visible drift and report back to the board.

Agricultural Agent Shannon Williams presented the extension office report for May and reports that 4-H has begun and lots of youth are involved.  Landfill Manager Ken Boese presented a report to be filed with the county.  He advised the Board that his scale house operator has left county employment and has begun the advertising process.  He proposed to the board to have operation hours 8 to 5 Monday through Friday and place another transfer site at the landfill for residents to use on Saturday, Sunday and Holidays.  The Board will ask the Landfill committee to review that request.  
Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney and Office Manager Jay Davis appeared with Michael Kaes from Paragon Consulting to discuss the best possible solution of where to put the Mag Water tanks and to discuss replacing the fuel tanks at the shop.  It was decided to work with the Fair Board and try and get a small area at the fairgrounds as the location for the Mag Water Tanks.  The fuel system replacement was approved and then the group reviewed a proposal from LHTAC to mitigate the construction impacts on residents.  They proposed that the construction be accelerated and monetary compensation be paid to the contractor for the over time to accomplish this.  After review, Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to approve the accelerated pace and the county will be responsible for 7.34% of those costs.  Chief Mechanic Kim Thomas then updated the board on repairs and purchases for equipment.  

Building Inspector Gary Goodman reported on building applications and fees collected to date.  
Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser presented the Board with the Urban renewal report, the interest earned report and the joint auditor/treasurer report.  WUI Director Karin Drnjevic presented the Board with the proposed WUI zone map and explained the process used to develop the map.  Rick Snyder moved and Ken Miner seconded to adopt the WUI zone map as presented.  She then reported that she will be meeting with the Custer County CWPP to discuss the Pahsimeroi areas.
IN THE MATTER OF EASTERN IDAHO PUBLIC HEALTH

Eastern Idaho Pubic Health Director Geri Rackow appeared by telephone to discuss the proposed budget for the health district.  She explained that they are asking for a 4% increase from the counties.  She reviewed the services the county receives and explained the budget process.  The Chairman of all county boards will meet to approve the FY 2017 budget on the 16th day of June.  Rick Snyder moved and John Jakovac seconded to authorize Ken Miner to have the chairman’s proxy.  
IN THE MATTER OF UPDATING THE COUNTY PHONE SYSTEM

The board requested and received quotes for a phone upgrade system for the county offices.  Gary Goodman contacted our local vendors, Computer Zen, Custer Tel, and Century Tel.  We were also contacted by Data Tel from Boise who submitted a quote.  The Board reviewed the four proposals and found that three of them were under the amount where publication would be required and excluded from the procurement process.   After further review, Ken moved and Rick Snyder to accept the proposal from Custer Tel for $21,042.82.
IN THE MATTER OF LANDFILL ENGINEER

The evaluation committee reviewing the qualifications of Great Western as the Engineering Firm for the Landfill found they had the requisite qualifications and will set a date and time to negotiate a contract price.

Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to go into executive session pursuant to Idaho Code 31-3418.  Social Services Director Sue Dickens presented the following case for consideration.  After convening in regular session, the Board approved Case 2016-019.

IN THE MATTER OF ROAD SCHOLARS

LHTAC Federal-aid manager Scott Ellsworth presented Curt Rosin, Buzz Wing, Claude Milers, Jr., Rick Pruett, Mark Shiner and Ed Tolman a Road Scholar Certificate of Achievement, a hat and a leatherman for completing a series of courses focusing on the fundamentals of safety, management and advanced technologies. 
There being no further business, the board did adjourn until June 15, 2016 @ 7:00 p.m. for a landfill advisory board meeting.  The next regular meeting will be June 27, 2016 @ 8:30 a.m.
