Salmon, Idaho
The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session pursuant to recess of June 15, 2016 with John Jakovac, Chairman, Ken Miner and Richard Snyder present.  The minutes of the meetings of June 13, 2016 and June 15, 2016 were approved.
IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS

Budget Officer Terri Morton presented the Board with the requested budget worksheets.  The budget officer suggestions will be presented at the next regular meeting.  Probation Administrator Tom Fitte informed the board that state treatment money will again be available beginning in July.  He then informed the board that there are currently 144 informal cases that his office needs to follow up on.  

Landfill Manager Ken Boese presented the Board a report that he requested by filed in the Lemhi County records.  He asked that the Road and Bridge Department assist him with building the road to the top cell in the landfill.  Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney and Office Manager Jay Davis informed the Board that construction on the Allen Bridge has been delayed until July 6, 2016 because the utilities didn’t get relocated.  They advised the board that they have graded, added surfacing and mag watered the Lemhi Road in preparation for the upcoming additional traffic while the Allen Bridge is being constructed.  They also advised the Board that there are irrigators flooding the road and will be asking the prosecutor to address the problem.  They also advised the Board that RSCI Engineering has been awarded the Shoup Bridge replacement bid.

WUI Director Karin Drnjevic advised the board that she has met and is working with Idaho Department of Lands and the Forest Service on the fire risk map.  Gary Goodman updated the board on the phone system replacement by Custer Tel.
IN THE MATTER OF A LANDFILL ENGINEER

On behalf of the evaluation committee appointed to review the qualifications and negotiate a contract with Great West Engineering Gary Goodman reported that they have approved the contract as presented to the Board from Great West with the exception of the fee for topographical map.  They would like that fee re-negotiated.  The Board then reviewed and signed the Consultant Agreement for Professional Services and Task No. 1.
IN THE MATTER OF PROCESS SERVING FOR DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND WELFARE

The Board reviewed and signed Contract WB084000 between the County Sheriff and Department of Health and Welfare to provide process service for child support cases.  

IN THE MATTER OF LEMHI RIDE

Lemhi Ride Manager Candace Stenersen Forshay, Economic Director Tammy Stringham and Economic Development Board member Alan Howell appeared before the board to update them on Lemhi Ride’s first year of public transportation.  They supplied over 10,000 rides and feel the year was a great success.  They requested match funding for the upcoming year in the amount of $5,000.  The board requested they submit the request in writing to the clerk.
IN THE MATTER OF LANDFILL WORKSHOP

The Board met with landfill manager Ken Boese, Clerk Morton, Assessor Rosin, Treasurer Heiser and Prosecutor Withers to discuss budgeting and financial issues concerning the landfill.  Commissioner Snyder updated the group on the landfill committee meetings that have been held over the last several months.  They are looking at updating the ordinance to include tipping fees, trying to figure out how to charge businesses equitably and assessing fees for using the transfer sites.  After much discussion, it was decided that tax exempt groups need to pay to help manage the landfill and the assessor’s office will compile a list of tax exempt properties.  

IN THE MATTER OF SEARCH AND RESCUE TRUCKS

Search and Rescue Commander Ray Stephensen appeared before the board to request that the county purchase emergency lights for their rescue truck.  He explained that the current lights do not work all the time and feels it is a safety issue.  The cost is approximately $1,500.  Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to approve the request and instructed the clerk to prepare a resolution and pay the $1,500 from the contingency account.
Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to go into executive session pursuant to Idaho Code 31-3418 to hear indigent matters.  Roll call vote was held:  Miner – AYE: Snyder – AYE: Jakovac – AYE.  Social Services Director Sue Dickens presented the following cases for consideration.  After convening in regular session the following decisions were entered.
