IN THE MATTER PROPERTY TAX EXEMPTION APPLICATION
The board approved a request from Williams Lake Recreational Water & Sewer District for a property tax exemption pursuant to Idaho Code 63-602a for the Districts Sewer System, parcel number RP000640060030A.

IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS

Weed Supervisor Jeremey Varley updated the board on projects completed including ATV training for new employees, Ramshorn Work Days and the Cow Creek Rush Skeleton Weed Project as well as upcoming projects.
Landfill Manager Ken Boese presented the board with a report to be filed in the county records.  He reported that there is illegal dumping on Black Rock Road and that he informed the sheriff’s office.  He also reported on equipment repairs and that Great West Engineering will start work on the 13th of July.  He also reported that a load of cardboard has been sold and 3,717 pounds of electronic circuit boards and mothers boards has been sold.  Probation Administrator Tom Fitte reported that an applications for ATR funding has been submitted and that letters have been sent to informal probations advising them to get their fines and fees paid.  Building Department Supervisor Gary Goodman presented the board with a spreadsheet that tracks valuation of permits.  He gave an update on the phone system and received approval for fiber optics to be run from the courthouse to the property at 205 Courthouse Drive.

WUI Director Karin Drnjevic reported that she attended the Leadore 4th of July Breakfast and handed out fire wise information.  She also reported that she is still working on the CWPP updates.  Road and Bridge Office Manager Jay Davis reported that Idaho Power is updating the transformer at the fairgrounds for the mag water containment and that they have requested bids on the concrete work.  The group then discussed the signage advising patrons about the Lemhi Road access while the Allen Bridge is being replaced.

County Clerk Terri Morton presented the Board with a proposed budget.  The Board will review and meet again next Monday, July 18, for a workshop to discuss the budget.  County Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser reported that urban renewal funds collected since the close of the Salmon Urban Renewal has been appropriated to the eligible taxing districts.  She then presented the board with the Joint Auditor/Treasurer report and the interest earned report.  She also reported that 5 – 6 percent of current taxes still need to be collected.

IN THE MATTER OF MEETING AS A BOARD OF EQUALIZATION

The Board convened as a Board of Equalization pursuant to recess of June 27, 2016 to hear appeals and to equalize the property values.  Chairman Jakovac called the hearing to order and outlined the procedure that would be followed.  The board had before it 21 appeals filed by appellant M & N Enterprises, LLC.  They did not appear.  County appraiser Kevin Frank appeared through telephone communications and county exhibit A was marked.  Mr. Frank was duly sworn and testified about the values placed on the appealed parcels.  He also advised the Board that he had spoken with a representative of M & N Enterprises and he was informed that they would not be attending today’s hearing.   

The hearing was closed and after consideration Ken Miner moved and John Jakovac seconded to accept the assessor’s value as sent to M & N on the 24th of June, 2016.  The following parcels assessments were affirmed.
