IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS

Weed Supervisor Jeremey Varley reported on items completed including ICRMP Training, ISDA reports and the Middle Fork pack trip as well as upcoming projects on 4th of July Creek, Twin Creek, Tower Creek and Pattee Creek.  County Clerk Terri Morton presented the Board with a report from County Agricultural Agent Shannon Williams.
Landfill Manager Ken Boese presented the Board with a report to be filed in the Lemhi County records.  He reported on recycling and repairs.  Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney reported on the Allen Bridge project and reminded the board about the upcoming pre-construction meeting on the Shoup Bridge.  He also reminded the board that he will be retiring in November and the group discussed advertising for his position.  The Clerk will send the Notice of job opening to the Idaho Job Service and to Idaho Association of Counties.  Training for the position will begin the middle of September and the job start date will be November 1, 2016.  
Building Official Gary Goodman reported on Planning and Zoning updates that will need to be done to keep in compliance with state laws and that they have been very busy.  County Clerk Terri Morton requested and received approval to write off an ambulance bill on account 01772.

IN THE MATTER OF U.S. FOREST SERVICE
Salmon-Challis Forest Supervisor Chuck Mark reported on a forest-wide invasive species E.I.S. updating herbicide usage, on Farm Bill projects that deal with municipal water sheds, the Phelan-Sharkey Fuels Management Program and the upper North Fork Project.  He also reported they are working with LCEDA trying to get a Stewardship Master Agreement.
IN THE MATTER OF FISCAL YEAR 2017 BUDGET

The Board met with Department Heads Kerrie Cheney from Road and Bridge and Ken Boese from the landfill, elected officials Coroner Mike Ernest and Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser to discuss the proposed Fiscal Year 2017 budget.  After implementing a few changes, the board instructed the clerk to prepare the proposed budget for publication.

There were no issues to address in executive session.  There being no further business, the board adjourned until August 3, 2016 @ 7:00 p.m. for a landfill advisory board meeting.
