IN THE MATTER OF TAX LEVIES FOR TAX YEAR 2016

County Clerk Terri J. Morton presented all taxing districts dollar certifications of budget requests for Fiscal Year 2017.  After reviewing the budgets and levies, Ken Miner moved and Richard Snyder seconded to approve the levies and instructed the Clerk to submit the levies to the State Tax Commission for certification.

IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS

Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney and Office Manager Jay Davis informed the Board that the Allen Bridge Construction is ahead of schedule and are hopeful that traffic can begin using the bridge the 1st part of October.  The group then discussed the Shoup Bridge, Dowton Bridge and the Agency Creek Bridge.  The group then discussed the Gattung family offer of giving the county a deeded road right-of-way and a gravel source as discussed in the meeting on the 23rd of May, 2016.  At that meeting the board had decided that the development code did not allow them to have an extra split and suggested instead that the county would waive the subdivision fee in exchange for the gravel source and the right-of-ways.  It was determined that an agreement between the county and the Gattung family should be drawn up but that the county would agree to waive the fee and pay the mailing and publishing costs.  
Weed Supervisor Jeremey Varley reported on the recent county fair, the youth bio control collection and that he has sent a notice to a local property owner concerning the noxious weed Salt cedar found on his property.  He will be interviewing for a new office assistance tomorrow and will be attending several conferences in October.  County Agricultural Agent Shannon Williams presented the Board with the Extension office Report for August and reported on a successful fair.  EMS Director Janet Nelson presented the board with paper work for the EMPG grant and invited the board to the LEPC meeting.  They then discussed a full scale exercise that will be at the high school on the 27th of October.  She is in the preliminary planning stages of organizing an active shooter table top exercise for the county.  She will meet with department heads in December and will plan for the full scale exercise in late March or April.  
Building and Grounds supervisor Russ Dalley will be advertising for bids on concrete work at the probation office at 205 Courthouse Drive. The Board will hold a special meeting on the 7th of October to open the bids.   He also informed the board that the exterior lighting and the stair well lighting updates have been finished.  Landfill Manager Ken Boese presented the board with a report to filed.  He then presented the Board with a draft Compliance Work Plan prepared by Bob Church for the board to review.  Mr. Church would like a response by Friday.  

County Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser presented the joint auditor/treasurer report and the interest earned report.  Building Department Officer Gary Goodman updated the Board on the Custer Tel Phone installation and that they are all working on ways to address our e-mail problems.  He then updated the board on inspections and building activities.  Employees Polly Anderson, Paul Smith and Jim Spain presented the Board with a thank you for purchasing the updated mapping system.

The Board discussed sending a survey out to the public to get more input on the transfer sites and fee increases for landfill operations.  It was decided to convene the landfill committee on the 21sts of September @ 7:00 p.m. to discuss and develop a survey.
