The Board of County Commissioners met in special session pursuant to recess of September 12, 2013 with John Jakovac, Chairman, Ken Miner and Rick Snyder present.  The purpose of the meeting was to continue discussions on landfill issues.  Landfill Manager Ken Boese and several members of the committee were present.   Commissioner Snyder reported that he has been advised by Attorney Withers that a new ordinance will not be adopted until early spring.
The group agreed that a $5.00 base fee to cross the scales should be set and thereafter climb to the per ton fee.  They also discussed putting non-duplicate locks and keys at the transfer sites and users would have to purchase a key from the Clerk’s office at a price to be determined.  It would be recorded and would be only for the designated site.
A survey, seeking input concerning the transfer sites from the public, will be published in the paper or sent to users.  No future meeting was scheduled at this time.

The Board adjourned until the next regularly scheduled meeting of September 26, 2016.
