September 26, 2016







Salmon, Idaho
The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session pursuant to recess of September 21, 2016 with John Jakovac, Chairman, Ken Miner and Richard W. Snyder present.  The minutes of the meeting of September 12, 2016 were approved.  

IN THE MATTER OF AGREEMENTS

The Board reviewed and approved an agreement for Pathology services between Lemhi County and Ada County.  The Board also signed a MOU between the Idaho Department of Juvenile Corrects and the County to support the CIP, (Community Incentive program, REP (Re-entry Program) and the MHP (Mental Health Program) for Juveniles.

The Board then reviewed and signed a Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Salmon and Lemhi County extending the planning and zoning services the county is providing for the City at a cost to the City of $1,000 per month.

IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS
Weed Supervisor Jeremey Varley reported that he has hired Kyle Overacker as the new office assistant position with a start date of December 5, 2016.  He also reported that he has applied for FY 2017 BLM funding in the amount of $78,000 and on upcoming conferences, work to finish before winter and the upcoming Fall Showcase to be held on the 10th of November, 2016.  Probation Administrator Tom Fitte announced that Treva Wing received the District VII Achievement award for outstanding dedication and teamwork.  She was given the award while in Boise at training.  
Gary Goodman, Planning and Zoning Administrator, presented the Board with a bid of $6,873.78 from Custer Tel to put fiber optics into the probation building at 205 Courthouse Drive.  The Board discussed the proposal and thereafter accepted it.  It was also decided that Solid Waste will remain with Century Tel for phone service.  Gary then informed the board that the planning and zoning committee are discussing how to address impacts that long term R.V. residents have on the infrastructure.  
Landfill Manager Ken Boese presented the Board with a report to be filed.  He reported that the shredded wood waste from the horizontal shredder demonstration will be used a road base in the old animal pit area.  He also reported that his crew is fabricating gates to be placed in front of the household container bins to improve safety for the public.  He also requested that the Board respond to Great West Engineering on the compliance work plan report.  
Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney and Office Manager Jay Davis reported that the Allen Bridge may be ready for traffic by the end of September.  He also reported the Dowton Lane Bridge is near completion and the Agency Creek Bridge is complete.  He reported that the crew has been working hard on the landfill road and will soon begin some other grading projects.  The tentative day to begin preliminary work for the Shoup Bridge is October 5, 2016.

IN THE MATTER OF AIR QUALITY AND DEQ

The Board discussed a request from DEQ as presented to the board on the 22nd of August to join a program to address air quality improvements.  After discussion, the chairman asked for a roll call vote of “Yes” to support or “No” to not support at this time.  Roll call – Miner – No; Snyder – No; Jakovac – No.

IN THE MATTER OF WITHINGTON CREEK ROAD

The Board heard from Tom Peets and Bob Loucks and accepted a petition signed by 9 property owners on Withington Creek Road and Red Rock Stage Road asking the Board to leave the gates by two cattle guards open, unless there are livestock using the area between the two cattle guards.  The location of the cattle guards is on Withington Creek Road at mile post 2.82 and mile post 3.7.  They would like if left open for the horse drawn vehicle traffic using the road.  After discussion, the board agreed to have a letter written by the County Attorney to the property owner that want the gates to remain closed reminding them that it is a public road and to keep the gates open unless animals are grazing between them.  
IN THE MATTER OF STEELE MEMORIAL HOSPITAL BOARD APPOINTMENTS

Hospital Board Members Dennis Lile, Mark Oliverson, Chief Executive Officer Jeanie Gentry, and Chief Operating Officer Abner King appeared before the Board with recommendations to fill upcoming vacancies of Dennis Lile and Cori Allen.  The Board reviewed the recommendations and Rick Snyder moved and Ken Miner seconded to approve the recommendations as submitted and appointed Rebecca Hilgendorf and Sherry Taylor as board members and Joe Proksch as an alternate.  The Board thanked Cori Allen for serving a term and Dennis Lile for his 11 years of service.

 Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to go into executive session pursuant to Idaho Code 74-206(d) to hear indigent matters.  The Board first received a settlement offer from Case no. 2006-24 in the amount of $8,000.  Social Services Director Sue Dickens then presented the following cases for consideration.  After reconvening in regular session, the Lemhi County Board of Commissioners agreed, conditioned on agreement from the Catastrophic Health Care Program Board, to accept $8,000 as full payment on case No. 2006-34 for a lien that is currently outstanding in the amount of $ 15,500.  The following decisions were entered.

IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC DEFENSE GRANT

The Board received notice that it had been granted $25,000 from the Idaho State Public Defense Commission to assist the county with Indigent Defense services.  They advised that the local share that the county must maintain for FY 2017 is $80,295.23.  The funds are to be used to supplement not replace.  
IN THE MATTER OF PROPERTY EXCHANGE WITH THE GATTUNG FAMILY

Larry Wade appeared to represent the interests of Joie Malpass during the board discussion of how to proceed with the subdivision that has been proposed by Ms. Malpass.  The Board had previously agreed to waive the subdivision fee in exchange for deeding a right-of-way and a gravel source to the county.  After further consideration and discussion, Ms. Malpass has agreed to pay all costs associated with the subdivision and the county will consider purchasing the gravel source and right-of-way after the approval of the subdivision.  
IN THE MATTER OF OPENING FY 2016 BUDGET

Chairman Jakovac called to order a public hearing to consider adjusting Fiscal year 2016 Budget.  Clerk Morton explained the adjustments and the chairman asked if there were any comments.  No comments were received and the hearing was closed.  Thereafter, Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to adopt the following resolution.
RESOLUTION 2016-17

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEMHI COUNTY COMMISSIONERS:

WHEREAS, Idaho Code Section 31-1605 requires a public hearing to adjust the budget as adopted to reflect the necessity to expend additional funds not known to be required at the time the budget was originally adopted.

WHEREAS, there shall be no increase in anticipated property taxes; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners met at the County Commissioners Room at 200 Fulton Street on the 26th day of September, 2016 at 11:30 a.m. pursuant to the designated published time.

IN THE MATTER OF LANDFILL FEE INCREASES FOR BLUE MOUNTAIN REFUSE
