IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS

Weed Supervisor Jeremey Varley reports on private contracts finished, the spray truck repairs, road shoulder work done, the Carmen Spurge contract completion and his visit with the Pioneer Elementary 2nd grade class to talk about Bio logical controls.  Probation Administrator Tom Fitte reported on field inspections and end of the year reporting requirements.  He will provide the board with an estimate for training in firearms.  
University of Idaho Extension Educator Katie Hoffman presented the board with the extension office report for September.  She thanked the board and Russ Dalley for the new flooring around the cooking area in their office.  Landfill Supervisor Ken Boese presented the board with a report to be filed in the Lemhi County records.  The board approved his request to rebuild the refrigerant recovery unit.  The Board instructed Mr. Boese to compile the costs for the leachate collection pipe man hole clean out station.  

Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney, Chief Mechanic Kim Thomas appeared with the new Road and Bridge Supervisor Chris Fredrickson to discuss various projects.  They reported that the Allen Bridge is open, but that the guard rails still need to be finished.  Mr. Thomas updated the board on repairs and Mr. Fredrickson reports that he is in the process of hiring two employees.  

County Treasurer Mary Ann Heiser presented the board with the Urban Renewal Report, the Interest earned report and the joint auditor/treasurer report.  Sheriff Lynn Bowerman and the Board discussed his pending retirement and the process of appointing a replacement.  The Board will request that the Republican Central Committee submit three names for consideration.  
IN THE MATTER OF STEELE MEMORIAL MEDICAL CENTER FY 2017 BUDGET

Hospital Chief Financial Officer James Peterson, Chief Operating Officer Abner King, Board Chairman Dennis Lile and Board Secretary/Treasurer Kristen Troy appeared before the Board to present the Fiscal Year 2017 Budget and to give an update on the Clinic New Construction.  After discussion, Ken Miner moved and John Jakovac seconded to approve the proposed budget as submitted.

IN THE MATTER OF A COUNTY HOSPITAL

Marjorie Webb appeared before the board to address concerns she has about the management of health services at our county hospital and clinic.  She related her experience and thinks the county should monitor the operations of the hospital and clinic more.  She feels that the county is losing money that should be staying in our community because so many people have to go out of town for appointments and referrals.  Chief Operating Office of Steele Memorial Medical Center Abner King was present and invited Mrs. Webb to make an appointment with Hospital Administrator Jeanne Gentry to discuss the particulars of her case.

Ken Miner moved and John Jakovac seconded to go into executive session pursuant to Idaho Code 74-206(a) to discuss a personnel issue and Idaho Code 74-206(d).  The Board first met with an employee to discuss the chain of command in a department.  Social Services Director Sue Dickens then presented the following cases for consideration.
