Salmon, Idaho
The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session pursuant to recess of October 11, 2016 with John Jakovac, Chairman, Rick Snyder and Ken Miner present.  The minutes of the meeting of October 11, 2016 were approved.  Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to amend the agenda to include action on a letter received from the Lemhi County Republican Central Committee regarding appointment of Sheriff to replace retiring sheriff Lynn Bowerman.  Motion carried unanimously.

IN THE MATTER OF DEPARTMENT HEADS

Assessor Jenny Rosin requested that the County terminate the Data Sharing agreement with the Department of Administration.  The Board approved the request and a letter will be sent to them advising of our intent to terminate effective December 23, 2016.  Road and Bridge Supervisor Kerrie Cheney and his replacement Chris Frederickson discussed a request from Black Hawk Subdivision owner Craig Johnson for the county to accept maintenance of the roads within the subdivision.  The Board is not opposed if the roads are brought up to county standards and approved by the Road and Bridge Supervisor.  They then advised the board that they have hired Tim Tolman and Tyrell Stranger to fill open positions in the department.   Chief Deputy Steve Penner presented the board with the Salmon Resource Officer agreement between the county and the school.  The Board reviewed and signed the agreement for the upcoming year.
EMS Director Janet Nelson advised the Board that they will be presenting a program to Lemhi’s Promise about job possibilities that don’t require a college degree such as fire fighter or emergency medical technicians.  She then updated them on the full scale exercise being held at the school that showed the consequences of alcohol related collisions. She also advised the board that she will be conducting a lunch and learn for department heads to review protocol guidelines in the event of a natural or man-made disaster on the 16th of November.  A full scale exercise will be held in March of 2017 for all employees.  She also will be starting a new EMT class on the 7th of November and has 18 students enrolled.  Building and Grounds Supervisor Russ Dalley updated the board on the Probation office improvements and the new flooring in the extension office kitchen area.  The group then addressed drain problems in the jail area and decided to have a camera run to see if the problem can be located and the necessary steps taken to repair the problem.
Weed Supervisor Jeremey Varley announce that the soil inoculant trials on private and state lands has begun.  He updated the board on the IAWCS Fall Executive board meeting, the Legislative Invasive Species Working Group and the Northern Rockies Invasive Plant Council meetings.  The Fall Showcase meeting will be held on the 10th of November and the seasonal crew layoff will begin on the 18th of November.  Landfill Manager Ken Boese presented the board with a report to be filed in the county records.  The group discussed the price of installing the man hole for the clean out area at the landfill and it was decided that the landfill crew can do the installation.  Mr. Boese then informed the board that a large truck hit the front gate and quite a bit of damage was done to the gate and to the truck.  
Probation Administrator Tom Fitte reports that he is working on end of the year reports for Juvenile Justice Department and will be scheduling a meeting with those interested in juvenile rehabilitation to discuss use of millennium funds.  County Clerk Terri Morton received approval to write off uncollectible ambulance bills.
IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY SHERIFF

The Board presented retiring Sheriff Lynn Bowerman with a plaque of appreciation for his six years of service to the county.  His official last day will be the 30th of October.
The board then reviewed the letter from the Lemhi County Republican Central Committee requesting that Steve Penner, the current candidate for Sheriff and the current Chief Deputy Sheriff, be appointed to fill out Bowerman’s term.  Ken Miner moved and Rick Snyder seconded to approve the committee’s recommendations and appoint Steve Penner as Sheriff effective October 31, 2016.

IN THE MATTER OF PERMIT WAIVERS
The fee for Permit #16-159 for installation of a new sign at the airport was waived.

IN THE MATTER OF FOREST PLAN REVISION

Salmon-Challis National Forest Collaboration Specialist Gina Knudson introduced the Lemhi County Commissioners to Josh Milligan Monday, October 24, as the appointed team leader of the Salmon-Challis Forest Revision Plan.  Mr. Milligan explained the 4 year process that will set policy for the forest for the next 15-20 years.  The current plan is 30 years old and they will keep the public and the board involved in the process.
Rick Snyder moved and Ken Miner seconded to go into executive session pursuant to Idaho Code 74-206(d) to hear indigent matters.  Social Services Director Sue Dickens presented the following case for consideration.  After convening in regular session the following decision was entered.
