


Lemhi County Rape Reporting Hotline for PREA


“Prison Rape Elimination Act”





Report it immeadiately to ANY staff or Pick up handset on any inmate phone and immediately  Dial 756-4636.


Leave your report at the message prompt.





Your safety is our first priority.  As a victim, you will be treated with dignity and respect.





This hotline is for reporting sexual assault including staff sexual misconduct.  No other form of complaint will be investigated on the hotline.





Providing a false report will result in disciplinary actions as well as a possible criminal misdemeanor charge.
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Facts for the Inmate:





The Lemhi County Sheriff’s Office is committed to providing a safe and secure environment.


Cases of rape and sexual assault will be referred to the Ada County Prosecutor for criminal charges.


Rape is a felony and shall be punished by imprisonment in the state prison for not more than life.


If you commit a rape or sexual assault your classification level will be reviewed and will likely be increased, resulting in fewer privileges.


Those who file a false report of rape or sexual assault with the Sheriff’s Office may be referred to the Lemhi County Prosecutors Office for possible criminal charges.





Ways to avoid rape and sexual assault.


Don’t be afraid to say “NO”.


Walk and stand with confidence.  Many rapists and predators choose victims who look like they won’t resist their advances.


Avoid secluded areas. Position yourself in plain view of staff members.  If you are pressured for sex, report it immediately.


Do not accept gifts, make bets, or indebt yourself to anyone.


Avoid talking about sex, or sexual acts.  These things may be considered a come on, or make another inmate believe you are interested in a relationship.
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Did you know?


A survivor is not at fault for        a rape, even if he/she was        in a secluded area, or had          a prior consensual sexual encounter with the attacker.


Sexual assault has nothing        to do with sexual orientation.     It is about control.  Victims     may be either heterosexual        or homosexual.


It is common for survivors        of sexual assault to have   feelings of embarrassment, anger, guilt, panic,      depression, and fear even   several months or years        after  the attack. Other    common reactions include       loss  of appetite, nausea, or stomachaches, headaches,     loss of memory and/or      trouble concentrating and changes in sleep patterns.





What to do if you are raped or sexually assaulted.


Immediately report it to a staff member. Request immediate medical attention as any sexual contact can expose you to sexually transmitted diseases.


If you cannot report the rape to staff or wish not to, call the rape reporting hotline (press 756-4636 on inmate phones), report it to medical, or call someone on the outside who can report it to the Lemhi County Sheriff’s Office.


Do not shower, brush your teeth, drink or eat anything, use the restroom, or change your clothing.
